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Introduction

JFX600-2513, JFX600-2531 (hereafter referred to as "this machine") can import jobs to the "shared folder" of
this machine via the network.

This manual describes the network settings when connecting a PC for RIP to the machine and how to handle
jobs when printing using a shared folder.

Connect the machine (control PC) and RIP PC via a local network or direct LAN cable to enable jobs (RIP
data) to be easily imported. Insert the LAN cable until it clicks into place.

» Set up the control PC and the RIP PC to transfer print data on the same network. Connections via a
router or using Wi-Fi are not possible.

LAN connection checking method
